i 1. This has reference to the proposed Philippine National Police and
k\ Philippine Practical Shooting Association sanctioned high powered rifle matches,

¢ As a background, ownership of high powered rifles in the
Philippines is highly regulated and civilians are not normally given licenses to
possess such weapons. In recent gun amnesty programs, a few civilians have
been able to legally possess rifles and quite a number of civilians took the
opportunity to register their high powered rifles. Most, of these civilians never
had the opportunity to test their rifles until 2003 when then Congressman Juan
ponce Enrile, Jr. as the founder of PPSA, proposed that rifle matches be allowed
by the Philippine National Police bn a restricted basis and only members of the
PPSA be given permits to transport their rifles to" authorized ranges for matches
" In accordance with the guidelines and match rules set by the PPSA based on
International Practical Shooting Confederation (IPSC) fules.

3 In relation to the foregoing, this office hand in hand with the PPSA
formulated the proposed guidelines inthe conduct &f sanctioned rifle matches to
wit:

a.  Barrel length is the most important of these guidelines.
Barrel lengths of less than 14.5 inches shall not be allowed. The reason for such
% restriction is to avoid the use of high pow__g,ved rifles that look fike sub machine
i
;

guns and pure assault rifiles. Longer barrels are normally associated with
sporting guns and this is what will be enforced. The most significant restriction
on equipment during matches was that fully automatic rifies are not allowed;
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
